1. Draft Proposed Constitution of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association

Article I: Name and Purpose


Section A. The name of the organization shall be St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association ( SMAAA)


Section B. The purpose of the organization shall be:

1. To support and promote the SMA Alumni Association (SMAAA) and its worthy objectives inside and outside the country

2. To involve members and others interested to support SMAAA`s worthy activities

3. To sustain the psycho-spiritual development of SMAAA members

4. To support its enhancement of alumni along the lines of updating professionally.

Article II: Organization


Section A. St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association is a non-profit organization, as an affiliate of the RVM Alumni Federation.


Section B. St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association accepts in full the provisions in its constitution and by laws.


Section C. The area to be served by St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association covers the whole country and abroad.

Article III: Membership


Section A. Membership shall be open to all active graduates of St. Mary`s Academy since graduation of year 1953.

Article IV: Emblem


Section A. The gold SMA emblem with the word “Alumni Association” below it shall serve as the emblem of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association.

Article V: Executive Body


Section A. The executive body of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association shall be St. Mary`s Alumni Council


Section B. The St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Council shall consist of  five(5) elected persons and three (3) ex-officio non-voting members. The council members shall consist of the following:

1. The five (5) members who shall be elected from their respective ten-year cluster by the membership, shall be the representative from each ten-year of graduates representing : 1st cluster: 1960-1969; 2nd cluster: 1970-1979; 3rd cluster: 1980-1989; 4th cluster: 1990-1999; 5th cluster: 2000-2009. They shall serve as ex-officio voting members. The first three with highest votes will serve for 2 years while the other two will serve only for 1 year.

2. The current principal of St. Mary`s Academy who shall serve as ex-officio non-voting member.

3. The immediate past president of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association who shall serve as ex-officio non-voting member.

4. An alumni adviser who shall serve as ex- officio non-voting member.

Section C. All elected members of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Council must be active members of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association.

Section D. St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Council shall elect every 2 years a president, vice-president, secretary, and treasurer from the council membership. The treasurer`s book shall be audited annually by a qualified person.

Section E. Duties of the officers shall be consistent with those usually appertaining to these positions.

Suggestions: 

· Two representatives from each 10 year cluster- the disadvantage of having two is the difficuly in quorum. One representative is sufficient.

· OIC of silver jubilarian must be included in the alumni council and be automatically elected.

Article VI. Meetings


Section A. St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Council shall meet quarterly. Additional membership meetings maybe called by St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Council. The annual meeting might be held in conjunction with or immediately following the annual homecoming.

Article VII. Dues


Section A. The annual dues of St. Mary`s Academy Alumni Association is P200.00. No member shall be considered an active member and in good standing unless full dues are paid.
